John the Baptist Parish Church, Chipping

 After many years of running successful music 

departments in two Hertfordshire schools, 

Terence now concentrates on private teaching, 

accompanying and examining. Next year he 

completes 30 years as Director of the Elstree 

Singers (who now rehearse in Arkley!).

As well as serving on the executive committee 

of the Hymn Society and as Vice Chairman of 

the Barnet & District Local History Society, 

Terence is a keen supporter of a number of 

other societies, including the Morris Minor 

Owners’ Club and Archers Addicts.
